There I shall
store all my grain and other goods and I shall say to

| myself, “Now as for you, you have so many good things
stored up for many years, rest, eat, drink, be merry!”’

| In the parable Jesus explains God’s response to this r

reasoning: But God said to him, ‘You fool, this night your

life will be demanded of you; and the things you have
prepared, to whom will they belong?” Thus will it be for all
who store up treasure for themselves but are not rich in
what matters to God.”

We are mindful of the words spoken by the prophet
Isaiah: Can a mother forget her infant, be without
tenderness for the child of her womb? Even should she
forget, I will never forget you. See, upon the palms of
my hands I have engraved you... (Isaiah 49:15-6) What
matters to God is every human soul. We may well reflect
on the wounds our blessed Lord received during His
passion. Especially the wounds in His palms! He kept those
wounds even after He had risen and He bears them still in
Heaven: Then I saw standing in the midst of the throne
and the four living creatures and the elders a Lamb that
seemed to have been slain. (Revelation 5:6) When we
attend holy mass, we become what we receive. We become
a Holy communion with God and with all who have sought
to be one with Him in love.
